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The ASEAN-Japan Centre (AJC) is an international organisation
established on 25 May 1981 under the Agreement Establishing
the ASEAN Promotion Centre on Trade, Investment and Tourism
signed between the governments of the founding Member States
of the Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), namely,
Indonesia, Malaysia, the Philippines, Singapore and Thailand, and

Japan.

Brunei Darussalam, Viet Nam, Cambodia, Lao PDR and
Myanmar later acceded to the Agreement. Today, the AJC
comprises Japan and ten ASEAN Member States. While
Timor-Leste joined ASEAN in October 2025, it has not yet
acceded to the Agreement establishing the AJC.

Serving as a platform for economic partnership and
people-to-people connectivity, the AJC promotes trade,
investment, tourism and exchanges between the ASEAN Member
States and Japan in collaboration with governments, businesses,
academic institutions, and youth networks to strengthen mutual

understanding and cooperation across the region.
